Community Health Partnership Seed Grants 
Background
The National Business Coalition on Health and its partner organization Community Coalitions Health Institute (NBCH/CCHI) are engaged in an ongoing partnership with the Association of State and Territorial Health Officials (ASTHO) and the National Association of County and City Health Officials (NACCHO).  This is a multiyear collaboration supported through a Cooperative Agreement from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) to promote the development and sustainability of Community Health Partnerships (CHP).  CHP are defined as multi stakeholder collaborations that include leadership from business led coalitions and public health organizations.  Funding for the CHP Seed Grants was made available through foundation and corporate partners of NBCH.  Technical assistance to grantees is made possible through the CDC Cooperative Agreement. 
Projects to be Funded
The projects to be funded under the Community Health Partnership Seed Grant Program must be initiatives to promote population health.  Summary requirements include:

· Developed plan ready for implementation for a new or continuing initiative 

· Collaborative approach preferably with broad stakeholder involvement

· Measureable outcomes related to population health improvement

· Use of public health and other data such as eValue8 results used to identify and plan for the initiative that is proposed

· Projects may be related to health promotion or prevention addressing respiratory conditions, diabetes or any public health topic linked to an indicator from the United Health Foundation “America’s Health Rankings®”  tool.  Respiratory conditions include COPD, asthma, clean air conditions or other identified issues.
Eligibility Criteria

Applicants must:
· Be an NBCH member coalition working with governmental public health organizations (and other stakeholders) on an initiative to improve the health of citizens in their community.  
· Ensure that public health officials of a local or state health department be members of NACCHO or ASTHO.

· Show how the project could be sustained in the community after NBCH funding is gone and / or replicated in other communities 

· Include letters of support and commitment from public health partners, employer members and other applicable stakeholders.

· Propose a specific timeline and budget for the proposed program
Note that a coalition able to secure commitments for additional resources that exceed the potential CHP Grant will have an advantage, but matching funds are not required.  Any matching funds or dedicated in kind resources must be identified in the proposed grant budget.
Proposal Review Committee and Project Oversight

A review committee for grantee proposals will be developed with participants from the membership of NBCH, ASTHO, and NACCHO as well as experts from CDC and those with related expertise in community collaborations.

Selection Criteria
See the application form and application guidance for additional information. Proposals will be reviewed by an independent review panel and scored based on the following criteria: 

· The applicant is clearly able to convey the process used to develop the initiative from available data and information.

· The applicant demonstrates their active engagement with public health as a partner in the project (and includes letters of support with the proposal). 
· The applicant demonstrates active member engagement from local employers (and includes letters of support with the proposal).
· The applicant proposes to collaborate with a governmental public health organization (state or local health department) and shows that the public health organization is engaged in the process.

· The proposed initiative focuses on an issue targeted to improve population health in the community beyond the employed population. 

· The initiative addresses a defined problem in the community.

· The proposal defines the steps and process to achieve the stated goals and outcomes. 

· The applicant demonstrates their capability to lead and support the project.

· The stakeholders involved in the project are clearly described and their respective roles defined.

· The applicant shows that they have identified measurable indicators of project progress.

· The applicant establishes an appropriate evaluation plan for the project and uses existing or new data to monitor the impact.
· The applicant and project team will participate in overall evaluation activities for the program.

· The proposed project budget aligns with the project activities and is sufficient to complete the proposed initiative. 

· The project is feasible for the time period and budget.

· The applicant addresses sustainability of the project (or next steps if this moves the work to another level).

· The project has the potential to be replicable in other sites.
Monitoring and Other Expectations

Grantees are expected to report on their progress quarterly and to participate in the overall CHP Seed Grant activities.  This will require periodic teleconference meetings, progress reports, and making project staff and partners available for interviews and evaluation engagement.  Grantees are expected to provide a written report at the end of the project and make findings available for wide dissemination.  Grantees are also expected to share their expertise and learnings with other participants and peers through training, support and other forums.  

Use of Grant Funds

Grant funds may be used for project staff salaries, consultant fees, data collection and analysis, meetings, supplies, project related travel, and other direct project expenses.

How to Apply

Applications will be accepted electronically and should be responsive to questions on the grant application form and grant expectations.  Applications must be submitted in Word or PDF format via email to Lgreenberg@nbch.org by close of business on March 30th, 2010.  Applications and attachments should not exceed the limits specified.
